A few years back a teacher pro-
posed a course on famous atheists and
their relationship with their fathers.
This provoked professional atheist
Robert Sherman into a snit, and he filed
a complaint with the college. Some
assistant dean responded by cancelling
the class, so as not to offend atheists.

The Democrats, upon taking con-
trol of the board, rescinded the Aca-
demic Bill of Rights, which is not much
different from the policy which protects
the faculty. Hor ow
protect students from faculty who
might want to take advantage of their
position. It provides a mechanism for
complaint. Naturally, a faculty union
oriented towards the Democrat philoso-
phy rejected the ABR, without address-
ing any of the text. The ABR stated its
seven principles as follows:

1.The College and faculty will ad-
here to the principles of academic free-
dom set forth in the collective bargain-
ing agreement. No faculty will be sub-
jected to adverse treatment on the basis
of his/her political or religious beliefs.

2. No faculty member will be ex-
cluded from tenure, search, and hiring
committees on the basis of their politi-
cal or religious beliefs.

3. Students will be graded solely
on the basis of reasoned answers and ~ n -
appropriate knowledge of the subjects
and disciplines they study, not on the
basis of their political or religious be-
liefs. -

4. Curricula and reading lists in t p
some disciplines should reflect the un-
certainty of human knowledge. While
faculty members are and should be free
to pursue their own findings and per-
spectives in presenting their views, they
should also consider making their stu-
dents aware that other viewpoints exist.

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SB600 Will Fix Broken Party

A bill providing for the direct election of Republican
party leaders in Illinois brought out a number of special
guests to TAPROOT®s
Lombard. State Sen. Kirk Dillard, Rep. Mike Fortner and
even Jack Roeser spoke in favor of SB600 and the need
to replace GOP leadership. The event took place at the
Old Country Buffet, just south of Roosevelt Rd. in the
High Point Shopping Centre.

Both Dillard and Fortner stressed the importance of
SB600, the bill which would allow Republicans to di-
rectly elect members of the state central committee. Cur-
rently, Republican Committeemen elect the central com-
mitteeman who represents a congressional district.

However, the Chair-
man of the state party, in this case, Andy McKenna, has
the power to cast votes in those precincts which lack a
Republican Committeeman. The central committee, in
effect, controls the outcome of party elections and its
leadership. The party leadership under McKenna, includ-
ing the Tom Cross/Skip Saviano faction, has put up fierce
opposition to the bill, saying that it will allow Democrats
to infiltrate the party and pointing out that the Democrats
tend to support the bill.
